Saints Corner ð JOHN THE BAPTIST  John began his 
ministry around age 27, wearing a 
leather belt and a tunic of camel hair, 
living off locusts and wild honey, 
and preaching a message of repentance 
to the people of Jerusalem. 
He converted many, and prepared the 
way for the coming of Jesus. 
He Baptized Christ, after which he 

stepped away and told his disciples to follow Jesus. 
Imprisoned by King Herod. He died a victim of the 
vengeance of a jealous woman; he was beheaded, and his head 
brought to her on a platter. Saint Jerome says Herodias kept 
the head for a long time after, occasionally stabbing the 
tongue with his dagger because of what John had said in life.
